F the Arvada Fire
Protection District

hosted the 2009 Arvada
Auto X. The Auto X
event was a large train-
ing academy designed to
teach vehicle extrication
techniques to firefighters
from around the region.
When citizens are
involved in motor vehi-
cle accidents, the vehi-
cles may become dam-
aged to the point that
removing the injured vic-
tims can be time-con-
suming and dangerous.
This Auto X training was
designed to make the
professional rescuer

more efficient and better
equipped to face those challenges.

The event had 49 students from 21
Colorado fire departments. In addition to
the student participants, 12 nationally
renowned instructors from eight agencies
across the country taught the course.
Eleven members of the Arvada Fire
Protection District attended all three days
as instructors and event support (com-
mand, safety, planning, and logistical sup-
port). In addition to the 11 AFPD atten-
dees who volunteered many hours seeing
to the logistical and planning needs of the
event, there were several others whose
support, time, and energy made the event
possible.

This was a complex event that
required a high level of interagency coop-
eration (the City of Arvada, vendors for
the event, businesses in Arvada, and sur-
rounding area among them) and overall
the event was a huge success. All of the
student evaluations rated the course favor-
ably, and feedback from the instructors
indicated that Arvada crews were highly
supportive.

The Auto X workshop will be an
annual training event. The 2010 Auto X is
scheduled for May 14 — 16. &

Save a Life:
Learn CPR

n the past, the Arvada Fire
IProtection District has offered

CPR classes, but only for existing
groups or organizations. We have not
had a standing class that citizens can
sign up for. That is about to change.

The AFPD will now offer quarter-
ly CPR classes. The first class will be
held on Saturday, August 29. The
four-hour class will be held at the
Arvada Fire Training Center, 6651
Indiana Street, beginning at 8:00 a.m.

Your two-year certification will be
through the American Safety &
Health Institute (ASHI). Both begin-
ners and renewals take the same
class. There will be a written and
practical test given at the end of the
class.

All classes must have seven stu-
dents to begin, will be limited to 20
students, and will be filled on a first
come, first served basis. The cost for
the course is $20. For more informa-
tion or to sign up, call the Public
Education office at 303-424-3012. ®

his month, Arvada Fire began

using its long-awaited and much-

anticipated new Computer-Aided
Dispatch (CAD) system. The system is
map-based, giving dispatchers a better
visual idea of where calls for service are
in relation to where fire stations are
located, enabling dispatchers to actually
see where a call is located and where the
closest station is almost immediately
after answering a 9-1-1 call.

The CAD is a multi-monitor format;
dispatchers can view a map on one mon-
itor while having access to additional
information on another monitor. This
information is visible at the same time;
dispatchers do not have to flip between
different screen views in order to find
information when talking with callers
and helping them with medical instruc-
tions until fire and ambulance crews
arrive.

The next big step will be the addition
of Automatic Vehicle Location (AVL),
which will allow dispatchers to see the
exact locations of the fire apparatus in
relation to caller location. The dispatch-
ers are very excited about their new
CAD, which provides a new tool to
assist them in providing quality service
to the citizens of Arvada in a more effec-

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Arvada Fire Hosts CPFF Honor Guard Basics Class

ringing respect and solemnity
B to a tragedy, maintaining cere-

monial tradition, and upholding
the stately grandeur of our nation’s
emblems: these are just a few of the
many responsibilities of an Honor
Guard. Performing these duties in a
dignified manner requires training.

In October of 2008, the AFPD
Honor Guard’s Deputy Commanders
Bert Brooks and Joseph Chinburg
attended a five-day Honor Guard Basics
class in Elmhurst, Illinois. This class,
hosted by the Elmhurst Fire Department,
was designed as a “Train-the-Trainer”
course. This means that after successful
completion of the course, those in atten-
dance would then be prepared to teach
the skills that they learned to others.

Upon returning from Elmhurst, the
AFPD Honor Guard’s inter-departmen-
tal training kicked into high gear. Not
long after, the goal was set for the AFPD
Honor Guard to develop a curriculum
for a regional Honor Guard Basics class.
This goal was eagerly backed by the
Colorado Professional Fire Fighters
(CPFF) Honor Guard, as well as other
agencies in the Metro area.

After months of diligent preparation,
this goal was fulfilled in June of 2009
when the Arvada Fire Protection District
proudly hosted the first of many CPFF
Honor Guard Basics classes. This five-
day course, designed for both Fire
Department and Law Enforcement per-
sonnel, combined classroom learning
with hands-on exercises for topics

including: Basic & Advanced Marching,
Rifle & Tool Maneuvers, Flag Etiquette,
and Color Guard Drills. The class was
presented June 15 - 19 at the Arvada
Fire Training Center by a team of six
instructors from three different Colorado
agencies. The 12 students in attendance
concluded their week of training with a
final examination: coordinating and per-
forming a Line of Duty Death funeral,
one of the most dignified and reverential
of all Honor Guard duties.

Under the direction of the AFPD
Honor Guard, and with the support of
individuals from all over the Metro area,
the first ever CPFF Honor Guard Basics
class was a complete success! Hl

Rebuilding Together rehabilitates the
homes of low-income seniors and people
with disabilities so that they may contin-
ue to live in warmth, safety, and inde-
pendence. In October, the organization
will repair the homes of approximately
30 homeowners, providing services such
as doors and locks, energy upgrades,
trash removal, and home modifications.

To be eligible, you must be a resident
of the Denver Metro area (Adams,

Arapahoe, Boulder, Broomfield, Denver,
Douglas, and Jefferson Counties), be 55
years of age or older and/or have a fami-
ly member living with a disability, own
and live in your home with no plans to
vacate/sell the home for a period of at
least one year, and be willing to sign a
homeowner agreement.

If selected, repairs are done at no cost
to the homeowner. All work is performed
by volunteers on Rebuilding Day and
will be completed in a one day setting in
October or April.

ceremonial dirt on a new $9.7 million
west metro animal shelter on June 30.

A replacement for the 33-year old
Table Mountain Animal Center
(TMAC), the new facility will be called
Foothills Animal Shelter (FAS).

TMAC is the second largest animal
care center in metro Denver and pro-
vides care for more than 10,000 animals
each year. Located west of [-70 and
north of W. 38th Avenue, TMAC is one
of the oldest animal shelters in
Colorado. The new Center will be locat-
ed just north of 6th Avenue, west of
Indiana Street. When completed, the
new 30,000 square-foot facility will be
able to better handle the growing animal
care issues faced by west metro Denver
and the region.

The facility, which will open by the
end of 2010, will be more than double
the size of TMAC, with larger “holding”
areas for all animals, an extensive venti-
lation systems to minimize the spread of
illness, sound-proofing to minimize ani-
mal stress, a community room for educa-
tion and training, and a veterinary area.

New West Metro Animal
Shelter Underway

The Center Foundation is currently
developing a capital campaign that will
raise an additional three million dollars
needed to complete the center and to
establish an endowment for ongoing
operations.

Approximately 85% of the funds
needed for the new Center are provided
from Jefferson County and from fees from
a county-wide dog licensing program.

Throughout the campaign, private
donors, local and regional foundations,
businesses and individuals may make
charitable contributions and even name
certain areas of the center in memory or
honor of a loved pet or person.

Bike to Work
Day a Success

rvadans committed to the environ-
Ament, public health, and alternative

transportation rejoiced at the Denver
Regional Council of Governments’ (DRCOG)
Bike To Work Day event held on June 24.
More than 90 participants gathered at
Memorial Park to share their interest in
cycling, learn about bicyclist resources,
receive updates on bike infrastructure proj-
ects, and refuel with snacks prior to reaching
their workplace.

The event reminds the public that bicy-
cling is a great way to simultaneously address
the issues of fitness, energy, and sustainabili-
ty. According to the League of American
Bicyclists, a 150-pound cyclist burns 410
calories while pedaling 12 miles per hour. In
addition to the health benefits, bike-com-
muters save an estimated $340 per month. In
metropolitan Denver, DRCOG reported a
reduction of 54,691 pounds in CO2 pollutants
on Bike To Work Day 2009.

To advance bike mobility, the City of
Arvada has designated 348 miles of bike
pathways and plans to complete three trail
projects in 2009 to support cycling.
Additionally, traffic signals are being
improved to better detect bicyclists at signal-
ized intersections. Look for special bicycle
symbol pavement markings at the following
intersections for bike detection:

* W. 72nd Avenue at Ward Road — north-
bound.

* W. 72nd Avenue at Pierce Street — north-
bound.

» W. 64th Avenue at Lamar Street — north
and southbound.

» W. 64th Avenue at Pierce Street — north
and southbound.

* W. 64th Avenue at Quaker Street — north
and southbound.

Cyclists have an array of tools to improve
their recreational and commuter rides.
Community bicycle organizations such as Bike
JeffCo (www.bikejeffco.org) or Bike Arvada
(www.bikearvada.org) advocate cycling
through web tools, classes/seminars, and infor-
mation. The City of Arvada generates bike and
trail maps, and works with agencies and organ-
izations to improve multimodal connectivity
for regional trips.

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Sustainability in Arvada Parks

Goals for 2009 include the following:

sustainable community is one that
Ameets it present needs without

sacrificing the ability of future
generations to meet their own needs.

Sustainability includes social, economic,

and environmental interactions.

The Arvada Park Advisory Committee
(APAC) is taking on the challenge of sus-
tainability as it relates to the City’s Parks
Department. An APAC sub committee
meets regularly outside of monthly APAC
meetings and notes the following as 2008
accomplishments:

*  Met with staff from the City
Manager’s Office for an update on the
City’s overall sustainability plan.

» Researched the existing parks-related
sustainability practices of several local
governments, and created a matrix for
comparison and adoption of practices.

* Facilitated a meeting with the busi-
ness units of the Parks, Golf, and
Hospitality Department: Parks
Maintenance; Golf; Banquets/
Hospitality; and Majestic View Nature
Center, to determine out what sustain-
able practices are already in place.

+ Attended a conference with Elling
Myklebust, former Energy
Coordinator at Colorado State Parks,
regarding sustainability practices in
State Parks.

Submit an article to The Arvada
Report updating the Parks
Department’s sustainability activities.
Create a report card or checklist in
order to audit current parks, rate them
for sustainability conformance, and
track and trend their progress towards
improvement.

Based on the research from other
municipalities and park audits, make
recommendations to the Parks
Department on sustainability issues.
Create a sustainability award to be
given each year to the unit within the
Parks Department that is doing the
most to achieve sustainability.
Develop a name for the sustainability
effort in Arvada, comparable to
GreenPrint Denver.

The committee is also discussing

other issues related to sustainability,
including:

LEED (Leadership in Energy and
Environmental Design) certification
that not only applies to buildings, but
also to the complete site.

Outreach efforts to change perceptions
regarding sustainability. @
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isitors to Long Lake Ranch
\ / Regional Park will notice a
much smoother ride at the
south entrance!

In June, approximately one-half
mile of road was paved, from the
entrance at W. 64th Avenue to the con-
vergence of the parking lots for artifi-
cial turf soccer fields. The new paved

section is 24 feet wide with asphalt
shoulders. The project was completed
at a cost of $86,740, which was under
both the budgeted and original contract
amounts.

The newly paved entrance provides

improved access for the many visitors
to Long Lake Ranch Regional Park. As
funds become available, future projects

Patrick Marold seems a natural fit for exhibition at
the Arvada Center. Born and raised in Wheat Ridge,
Colorado, he has an in-depth understanding of the
elegance and simplicities of nature and natural mate-
rial.
