AURA is an independent body,
governed by a seven member volunteer board appointed by the Mayor and approved
by the City Council. The board employs an executive director and staff members in
carrying out various redevelopment projects undertaken by AURA.

Under state law, AURA is charged with assisting the City in eliminating and prevent-
ing the occurrence of blight. To carry out this mandate, AURA works in collaboration
with elected officials, city administrators, private developers, financing sources, as
well as the community.

Community Development
The City’s Community Development Department provides current planning, neigh-
borhood planning, historic preservation, and comprehensive long-range planning for
future City growth, as well as housing, neighborhood revitalization, code and zoning
enforcement, and community development services. Within the Department, the
Planning and Zoning Division advises the public, City Council, Planning Commis-
sion, Board of Adjustment, and City departments on planning and development proj-
ects.

The Housing and Neighborhood Revitalization Division manages such vital programs
as the Essential Home Repairs Program, the Rental Improvement Loan Program in
cooperation with FirstBank, the Community Development Block Grant Program, and
a variety of human services, bond programs, housing development initiatives, and re-
lated functions. The Division also operates as the Arvada Housing Authority and ad-
ministers the Section 8 Housing Choice Voucher Program, which provides very
low-income households with the opportunity to live in safe and decent rental housing
at an affordable cost by paying a portion of their rent.

The Code Enforcement Division ensures the regulation of nuisance codes and zoning ordinances. Most en-
forcement is responded to on a complaint basis; however, safety issues and signs displayed in the rights-of-way
are enforced proactively. The Division reviews permit applications for new single-family development, as well
as applications for miscellaneous residential construction. Permits for temporary revocable permits, sales tax li-
censes, and liquor licenses are reviewed by Code Enforcement to ensure compatibility of the applicant’s request
to the proper zoning district.
