Advancement through the parks and
recreation career path led to the City of
Concord, California where I was appoint-
ed Director in 1996.

‘Tis the Season for a Snow Plan

inter roared in like a lion this
year with early season snow-
storms in October that dumped

several inches of wet, heavy snow
throughout the city. Knowing we’re just
getting started with wintry weather, here’s
information about the City of Arvada’s
snow and ice plan.

The objective of the Arvada snow and
ice control plan is to provide Arvada citi-
zens with safe streets and open thorough-
fares through the most efficient means
possible. With 1,439 lane miles of streets,
the City of Arvada places emphasis on
arterials, major collectors and school
routes. Arvada is divided into 12 zones
with Priority One and Priority Two routes
in each zone. A total of 14 tandem axle
trucks are used for snow and ice control
operations, one truck per zone and two
trucks as floaters to address high priority
or emergency situations.

Priority One, “Red Routes,” are arterial
streets such as W. 58th Avenue, W. 80th
Avenue, Simms Street and Kipling Street,
and are plowed and treated first. School
routes are also considered Priority One
routes and are plowed and treated at the
same time as the arterials. Once all
Priority One and School routes have been
completed, the hard working streets’ crews
address Priority Two routes.

Priority Two, “Blue Routes,” are major
collector streets such as Ridge Road, Yank
Way, Club Crest Drive, West Woods
Circle and Grandview Avenue and are
plowed and treated second. These routes
provide access to heavily traveled Priority
One routes. Once these routes have been
completed, workers move onto special

attention areas and designated residential
streets with steep hills or return to Priority
One routes depending on the severity of
the storm and conditions.

All remaining streets are considered
residential streets and will not be salted,
sanded or plowed unless there is a major
snowstorm of 12 inches or more in a sin-
gle event and/or an authorized snow
emergency is declared by the City
Manager.

Wadsworth Boulevard, Sheridan
Boulevard, Ward Road south of W. 64th
Avenue, W. 64th Avenue west of Ward
Road and Indiana Street are State high-
ways and are maintained by the Colorado
Department of Transportation.

General Information

When plowing snow, several passes
are sometimes necessary before a street is
clear. Every effort is made to not plow
snow on sidewalks, but the blocking of
driveways and sidewalks may be unavoid-
able. Opening driveways is the sole
responsibility of the property owner. It is
generally best to open your driveways
after the snowplows have completed their
operations.

Streets are treated with liquid de-icer,
salt and/or a mixture of salt to sand
depending on the conditions. The liquid
de-icer and salt is used to speed up the
melting process while the sand provides
traction. During icy conditions, streets are
treated in the same priority order as they
are plowed. To comply with clean air
regulations, the city is limited in the
amount of sand that can be used. Streets
are swept as soon as weather conditions
permit.

dedicated to preserving, renewing and
enhancing Colorado’s community
forests. The trees, all low-to-moderately
low water demand varieties, are 8-12
feet on arrival and 1-1 %2 inches in
diameter.

Tree cost ranges from $25 to $45,
and both balled and burlaped and
bare root trees are available. Trees are
ordered and paid for by December 28,
2011, and are available for pick-up and
planting in mid-April 2012.

City Code: Sidewalks Shoveling

City code requires all sidewalks be
cleared of snow and ice within 24 hours
after the snowstorm stops. It is the
responsibility of the owner or occupant of
property adjacent to public sidewalks to
keep them clear all winter. We also advise
that when cleaning sidewalks and drive-
ways, that the snow be placed in the yard
and not in the street or gutter. This will
help reduce ice build up and drainage
problems in the gutter line and enhance
the melting process in the street. @

Putting the Deep Freeze on Frozen Plpes

he Utilities Department has
I received a number of calls
related to the prevention of
frozen water pipes in the home and
ways to thaw them if they do freeze.

Why Pipe Freezing is a Problem
Water expands as it freezes. This

expansion puts tremendous pressure

on whatever is containing it, including
metal or plastic pipes. No matter the

"strength" of a container, expanding

water can cause pipes to rupture and

break. Pipes that freeze most fre-
quently are those that are exposed to
severe cold, like outdoor hose bibs,
swimming pool supply lines, water
sprinkler lines and water supply pipes
in unheated interior areas like base-
ments, crawl spaces, attics, garages or
kitchen cabinets. Pipes that run
against exterior walls that have little
or no insulation are also subject to
freezing.

Preventing Frozen Pipes
You can prevent the freezing of

water supply lines and pipes by fol-

lowing these recommendations:

* Drain water sprinkler supply lines
following the manufacturer or
installer directions. Remove,
drain, and carefully store all out-
door hoses.

* Both hot and cold water pipes in
unheated areas should be insulat-
ed. A hot water supply line can
freeze just as easily as a cold
water supply.

* Consider 1nsta111ng products to
insulate water pipes.

Take Preventive Action

*  Open kitchen and bathroom cabi-
net doors to allow warmer air to
circulate around plumbing. (Be
sure to move any harmful cleaners
and household chemicals out of
the reach of children.)

*  When the weather is very cold, let
cold water drip from the faucet
served by pipes that are suscepti-
ble to freezing. Running water
through the pipe - even at a trickle
- helps prevent pipes from freez-
ing because the temperature of the
water is above freezing.

* If you’ll be traveling during cold
weather, leave the heat on in your
home set to a temperature no
lower than 55°F.

Thawing Frozen Pipes
If you turn on a faucet and only a

trickle comes out, first make sure

your main water valve is turned on. If
it is on, then you may have a frozen
pipe. Locate the frozen area of the
water pipe such as pipes running
against exterior walls or where your
water service enters your home
through the foundation.

* Keep the faucet open. As you
treat the frozen pipe and the
frozen area begins to melt, water
will begin to flow through the
frozen area. Running water
through the pipe will help melt
more ice in the pipe.

Apply heat to the frozen section
of pipe using an electric heating
pad wrapped around the pipe,
electric hair dryer, a portable
space heater (kept away from
flammable materials), or wrapping
pipes with towels soaked in hot
water. Make sure electrical
devices DO NOT come into con-
tact with water.

Do not use a blowtorch, kerosene
or propane heater, charcoal stove,
or other open flame device to thaw
frozen pipes. A blowtorch can
boil and cause the pipe to explode.
All open flames in homes present
a serious fire danger, as well as a
severe risk of exposure to lethal
carbon monoxide.

Apply heat until full water pres-
sure is restored. If you are
unable to locate the frozen area, or
if the frozen area is not accessible
or if you cannot thaw the pipe,
call a licensed plumber.

Check all other faucets in your
home to determine if you have
additional frozen pipes. If one
pipe freezes, others may freeze,
too.

Make sure you and your family
know how to shut off the water in
case a pipe bursts.

Call a licensed plumber to make
the necessary repairs. @

The
Arvada City Council is currently recruiting
applicants to fill vacancies for boards and
commissions.

Boards and commissions are estab-
lished for the purpose of acquiring and
studying to make recommendations to the
City Council on issues within the board’s
area of expertise. Some boards are quasi-
judicial and have decision-making powers
within their areas of expertise, and some
are advisory boards to both City staff and
council. The City relies heavily on citizen
volunteers to study special community
issues, provide staff direction, obtain public
comment on key projects and take action or
offer recommendations to Council. These
groups are the community’s voice that
influences public policy and decisions
impacting Arvada.

The recruitment period is December
2011 and January 2012. Applications,
along with the accompanying question-
naires, are due in the City Clerk’s Office by
5:00 p.m. on Friday, January 27, 2012.
Each application must be accompanied by
the questionnaire specific to the board you
are applying. Questionnaires can be
obtained on the City’s web site at
www.arvada.org or through the City
Clerk’s Office.

Vacancies

For detailed information about the vari-
ous boards and commissions, applicants are
asked to visit www.arvada.org. Many of
the boards and commissions require you to
be a resident of Arvada, and most terms are

for three years. A background check is
required for many of the positions.

Arvada Council for the Arts and
Humanities — Arts Council members
advocate for the arts and humanities and for
the Arvada Center, and are committed
fundraisers and informed advisors to the
City of Arvada and Arvada Center staff.
Board meetings are generally on the second
Tuesday of each month at 5:30 p.m., with
periodic committee meetings.

Arvada Festivals Commission — Sponsors,
coordinates, plans and works with communi-
ty-based organizations on festivals and cele-
brations. This Commission meets the fourth
Thursday of every month at 7:00 p.m.
Board of Adjustment — Hears all appeals
of the zoning ordinance and requests for
variances to the Land Development Code.
The group meets on the second and fourth
Tuesday of each month at 7:00 p.m.
Appointees are paid $75.00 per meeting.
Building Code Advisory Board — The
Building Code Advisory Board (BCAB)
reviews the proposed building codes when
the new editions are being prepared for
adoption and advises the building official
on the building code and related matters.
The board hears and decides appeals of
written correction notices. They review
requests for use of alternate materials,
design, or methods of construction, when
those requests are disapproved by the build-
ing official. The board will hear appeals by
licensed contractors when there is a viola-
tion of the contractor’s licensing ordinance
that may result in an emergency suspension
of a contractor’s license, a decision to deny
issuance of a contractor’s license or not
renew a license. Should violations be
found, the board will hold hearings or other
proceedings as set forth in the city code and
determine the most appropriate penalty.
BCAB meets as needed.

Gold Line Advisory Committee — The
Gold Line Advisory Committee (GLAC)
addresses issues related to the Gold Line, a
commuter rail corridor due to open in
Arvada in 2016. The committee provides
education to the community related to the
Gold Line, solicits public feedback on Gold
Line issues and provides advice to City
Council. The comittee meets the fourth
Thursday of each month at 6:00 p.m.
Human Services Advisory Committee —
Advises City Council on the allocation of
funding from the Human Services funding
pool, as well as the funding for public serv-
ices from the Community Development
Block Grant. The Committee meets
approximately six times per year.

Arvada Park Advisory Committee —
Prioritizes and makes recommendations to
City Council on projects for parks, open
space and trails. This group coordinates
with Arvada’s Parks, Golf and Hospitality
Department as well as the Apex Park and
Recreation District. The meetings are held
the second Wednesday of each month at
6:30 p.m.

Arvada Sustainability Advisory Committee
— Provides strategic guidance for the
implementation of Sustain Arvada. Arvada,
and many places, are committed to a more
thoughtful approach to our use of water,
energy and other resources. Meetings are
held monthly in the evening. This appoint-
ment requiring about eight hours of service
each month

Transportation Committee — is a citizen
committee that partners, studies, recom-
mends, and participates in a variety of
efforts to foster a safe, efficient, and sustain-
able multi-modal transportation system.
The committee is involved in roadway stud-
ies, bike and pedestrian planning, and evalu-
ating transportation funding options. The
Committee meets on the fourth Wednesday
of each month at 5:30 p.m.. @

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Car Thieves Warm Up To
Cars Left Running

ith the arrival of cold weath-
\ }‘ / er and frost on the wind-
shields, there is traditionally

an increase in the number of cars stolen
due to the fact residents leave their
vehicles running unoccupied.

In an effort to reduce car thefts in
Arvada, the City has adopted strict
motor vehicle theft laws to combat this
problem.

Two City of Arvada ordinances
address the crime of auto thefts at the
local level: Unauthorized Control over
a Motor Vehicle and Motor Vehicle
Trespass. Suspects charged with violat-
ing these ordinances will have to make
bond or appear in court the next arraign-
ment day. The municipal legal process is
designed for swift justice with immedi-
ate jail sentencing upon conviction.

Another facet of the auto theft
reduction program known as Operation
Auto CRUSH addresses efforts to
reduce “puffer” crimes in the city.

This law states that no person driv-
ing or in charge of a motor vehicle shall
permit it to stand unattended on proper-
ty other than a street or highway and on
public property without first stopping
the engine, locking the ignition, remov-
ing the key from the ignition and effec-
tively setting the brake thereon.

Violation of this law can result in a
municipal summons being issued to the
owner of the car.

For those citizens who have keyless
systems for their cars can leave their
vehicle running if they remove the key,
lock the ignition and set the brake of the
car in compliance with the law. @
